· Units are planned out and sequenced linking to the EYFS Mathematical element of the curriculum. 
· Our curriculum allows children to experience a mathematically rich  curriculum that embeds thinking and talking. 
· It allows opportunities for key mathematical concepts to be revisited and developed further throughout the year. 
· We dedicate time each day to focus on mathematics as we believe that this is really important.
· We provide opportunities to explore mathematics through different contexts, such as storybooks, puzzles, songs, rhymes, puppet play and games. 
· We want children to gain a deeper understanding of numbers within 10, asking questions and seeking the knowledge to find patterns and the relationships between numbers. 
· We want children to develop the important skills for problem solving and understanding to provide curiosity, connection making, challenge, creativity and collaboration.
	· Mathematical units taught in KS1 and KS2 are part of our pupil’s entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum.  
· Units are well thought out and sequenced.

· Key National curriculum objectives are revisited throughout the spiral curriculum 
· We want pupils to formulate and ask mathematical questions. 
· We want pupils to seek answers to their mathematical questions through exploring a wide range of concrete, abstract and pictorial resources. 
	· Units taught in KS2 build upon the pupils learning in KS1. Many objectives are developed across KS2 and prior learning, knowledge, skills and vocabulary is developed further. 
· Units are linked to the National Curriculum objectives. All National curriculum objectives are covered across each Key Stage. The 2-year rolling programme ensures full National curriculum coverage. 
· We want our pupils to further develop an understanding of maths and encourage them to apply their early learning to later objectives.
· We want our children to develop the resilience and tenacity to solve problems and provide pupils with the tools to overcome difficulties. 
· We want pupils to seek the ability to develop the skills, knowledge and efficient methods of calculation necessary to support their economic future and problem solving in daily life.
· We want pupils to be able to ask questions, seek guidance and knock on the doors of mathematical success.
· We want pupils to seek a deep understanding of  mathematical concepts and apply them to real life problems.
