	· We have chosen to use the Kapow music scheme in the foundation stage as this is the foundation building blocks linking to our whole school curriculum. 

· The Kapow music scheme is matched to the new EYFS Curriculum from 2021 and suggested ideas can be used in the continuous provision. 

· Each music session provides detailed lesson plans with objectives related to development matters. The scheme allows the non-specialist teacher to ask questions and seek out the knowledge required to deliver a high quality music lesson. 

· Each session provides key vocabulary for the children to learn. Staff encourage use of this language within the child initiated learning and provide opportunities to use the vocabulary in context.
· Children get the opportunity to make music using their voices,  bodies, playing tuned and untuned instruments.

· Linked to the Expressive arts section of the EYFS 2021 curriculum children get the opportunity to perform to others. This also links to the communication and language and PSED elements of the curriculum. 

· Discussions in music also provide opportunities to explore their understanding of the world, particularly the music unit on festivals and music around the world (For example, Divali).
	· We have chosen to use the Kapow music scheme as the vast majority of the teachers, who teach music lessons, are not subject specialists. They therefore require a highly structured scheme which is well matched to the National curriculum.

· Pupils get the opportunity to seek an understanding of musical notation and learn to use this when composing their own pieces of music. 
· There are opportunities for pupils to listen and appraise different types of music and seek their own views about the music they listen to and play.
· Pupils get to practice playing untuned instruments, tuned instruments, using their own voices and bodies to make music. 
· Pupils have the opportunity to compose their own pieces of music and appraise their own and others work. 
· Pupils get the opportunity to perform to others and seek their critical evaluation of their work.
· Pupils are exposed to a wide range of musical genres including different types of music and musical instruments from around the world and different historical time periods.
· Children are given the opportunity to begin to develop their understanding of music technology and use this to compose their own pieces of music.
