	Writing:
· Read to Write units taught in KS1 are chosen to link closely with the National Curriculum objectives for English.
· All units are linked to high quality literature which empowers teachers to plan and deliver high quality lessons.
· High quality literature gives our children an exposure to literature which they may not experience from outside school. 
· Units are linked to the National Curriculum objectives. All National curriculum objectives are covered across each Key Stage. The 2-year rolling programme ensures full National curriculum coverage of all aspects of writing; including grammar, punctuation and spelling
· Key National curriculum objectives are revisited throughout the curriculum.
· We want pupils to ask questions and seek knowledge through exploring high-quality literature.
· We want pupils to discover new vocabulary and seek opportunities to use it within their spoken and written work.

Reading:
· We want pupils to seek an understanding of how reading and writing can impact on their own ability to investigate and explore the wider curriculum.
· We want pupils to be able to formulate and ask questions about the texts they read both in and out of school with reading being a celebration of knocking on the door of knowledge.
· We want pupils to seek an understanding of how authors develop narratives and the written word is developed through careful text analysis.
· We want our children to read a broad range of genre of texts that develop an understanding of different literature that allows them to seek opinions and ask deeper questions.
· We want our children to be prepared for the world through the exposure to a diversity of reading materials which includes life linked texts that encourages them to ask questions and seek information

Spoken Language:
· We want pupils to present their own ideas and outcomes linked to texts through language rich opportunities including role play, drama, presentations, performances and class debates.
· We want our pupils to seek knowledge and develop skills in communicating effectively with a range of people in a range of different situations.
· We want our pupils to communicate with a range of audiences including partners, small groups and the whole class.  
· We want our pupils to seek to enhance their knowledge of language and how to use this effectively across the curriculum.

· We want our children to ask what new words mean and ask questions in relations to the texts that they are exposed to. 
· We want our pupils to seek the skills to read and write using synthetic phonics (Little Wandle) and apply this throughout their writing and reading
· We will seek to support pupils early on in their school life to develop competent oral skills and offer extra opportunities to develop this for those who need to develop this to within age expectation.
· Handwriting is taught with explicit letter formation linked to phoneme grapheme correspondence being taught.  Children seek to write letters correctly and of the correct size and orientation.
	·  Units taught in KS1 build upon the pupils learning in EYFS. Many objectives are developed across KS1 and prior learning, knowledge, skills and vocabulary is developed further. 
· We want our pupils to seek the skills to read and write using synthetic phonics (Little Wandle) and apply this throughout their writing and reading
· We want our pupils to seek out new vocabulary and apply this into their everyday vocabulary (both written and spoken).  The children will identify and investigate synonyms to describe their world around them.
· We will seek to support pupils early on in their school life to develop competent oral skills and offer extra opportunities to develop this for those who need to develop this to within age expectation.
· We want the children to develop grammatical skills including; prefixes, suffixes, plurals, sentence types, punctuation and word types and to use the correct grammatical terms when discussing their writing.
· We want our children to seek how words are built using spelling patterns.
· We want our pupils to ask and apply the knowledge of how to build sentences into coherent texts.
· We want our children to be read to frequently to develop their awareness of language and vocabulary.
· Handwriting is taught with explicit letter formation and joins into Year 2.  Children seek to write letters correctly and of the correct size and orientation.
	· Units taught in KS2 build upon the pupils learning in KS1. Many objectives are developed across KS2 and prior learning, knowledge, skills and vocabulary is developed further. 
· We will seek to support all pupils develop their vocabulary further by building on the vocabulary taught and explored in KS1.
· We want pupils to ask carefully considered questions which enable them to become articulate and develop their own language through planned discussion.
· We want our pupils to seek new vocabulary through the texts they read and embed this in their spoken and written word.
· We want pupils to seek knowledge of writing construction and  to be able to discuss and evaluate the effectiveness of their writing with both their peers and teachers.
· We want our pupils to draft and write for a range of purposes and to seek the knowledge of the best application of these. 
· We want our children to seek how words are built using spelling patterns building on the knowledge learnt in KS1.
· We want our pupils to knock and discover vocabulary through the use of thesaurus’ and dictionaries.
· Handwriting is taught with horizontal and vertical joins expected   Children seek to handwrite legibly with careful presentation of descenders and ascenders.
